You will need to remove the stock triple tree cover by
removing the top four bolts that hold it down. You will also need to remove the handle bars and reservoirs
on both sides to get the tree cover off. Once you have it removed replace it with the unit you just purchased
and tighten the bolts down to factory specs as printed in the factory service manual. Now reinstall the
components you removed in reverse order. Due to the factory taper on the front forks you can only safely
raise the front fork tubes up a max of 3/4 inch. You MUST make sure and check that the lower triple tree
pinch bolts are within the area that provide a strong consistent clamping surface. Tighten all bolt to factory
specs and or refer to the factory service manual for further instructions or call us if you have additional
questions. We recommend you have a qualified professional shop install this product.
