It is basically a simple unbolt and bolt up process. You will need to remove the stock lowering links by first
supporting motorcycle so that is steady and will not fall over and injure anyone. The rear of the motorcycle
must be off the ground. Remove the rear wheel and exhaust if needed to gain access to the links. Remove
the stock links and replace with the units you have purchased. The links have 2 holes. One is stock and the
other is 2 inches lower, some models may have a third holes which is 3 inches lower than stock. choose the
position that suits your needs. Assemble the links and place the center span in between and insert bolts just
as you removed them. Tighten all bolt to factory specs and or refer to the factory service manual for further
instructions or call us if you have additional questions. Before operating the motorcycles check for clearance
when in use and if needed raise the motorcycle up if you don’t have enough to clear objects. We
recommend you have a qualified professional shop install this product.
